COMBINING CARBON AND OXYGEN

At low temperature all forms of carbon are relatively inert, but elevaied
temperatures will combine with oxygen to form oxides. Any form of carbon when
combined with a large quantity of oxygen at an elevated temperature forms carbon
monoxide. Carbon manoxide is also formed in the incomplete combustion of
petroleurn products and is found in appreciable percentages in the automobile
exhaust. Elementary carbon, when heated in an atmosphere of excess oxygen, is
converted lo carbon dioxide. Carbon dioxide is moderately non-reactive. Materials
which burn at relatively low temperalure, such as woad, petroleum products and
paper, do not continue to burn in carbon dioxide.
